Take the #zitzit, the specially tied fringe of the tallit, and touch it gently
to the place in the Torah scroll then kiss the #zitzit. Then recite:
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Barchu et adonai ham'vorach.
Congregation:
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Baruch adonai ham'vorach l'olam va'ed.

Repeat the reponse of the congregation:
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Baruch adonai ham'vorach l'olam va'ed.

The blessing continues as follows:
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Baruch atah adonai eloheinu melech ha'olam asher keirvanu la'avodato
v'natan lanu et torato. Baruch atah adonai notein hatorah.

The Torah is read

After the section of the Torah is read, once again, take the #zitzit and
touch it gently to the place in the Torah scroll then kiss the #zitzit. Then
recite the following blessing:
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Baruch atah adonai eloheinu melech ha'olam asher natan lanu torat
emet v'chayei olam nata b'tocheinu. Baruch atah adonai notein hatorah.
